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1 joined CSIROQ, Division of Materials Science &
Technology (meaged with Division of Manufacturing
last year to form a uwew Division of manufacturing
Science & Technology) in 1991 to work on the solid
oxide fuel cells (SOFC) project. In following year, 1
was seconded to Ceramic Fuel Cells to continue the
project. SOFC is a electrochemical device to convert
energy (in this case fuel) into electricity by eleciro-
chemical reaction. SOFC usually operates at tempera-
tures of 800 to 1000C and the overall efficiency can
reach ~70%. Such efficiency is very high considering
that for diesel generator and gas turbine, the efficiency
is below 40%. The heart of a SOFC is called stack
which consists of dense electrolyte (usually yttria stab-
lised zirconia plate with high oxygen ion conductivity),
porous anode and cathode (high -electrochemical
activity for oxygen reduction and fuel oxidation and
high conductivity), and interconnect {must be high
electron conductor) to join individual cells in series. 1
have been mainly involved in the development and
evaluation of electrode materials (anode and cathode)
for the SOFC.

In June 1997, Ceramic Fuel Cells Ltd. has completed
its first phase of operation and successfully tested a 3-5
kW SOFC stack. CFCL has established itself as one of
the leading developers in SOFC area in the world. For
more information on the Company and SOFC in
general, following web sites would be useful:
