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After the meals, the lively Lion Dance (Figure 3) was staged as the prelude for CPCA’s
annual general assembly.

The gathering was hosted by LIU Fei and ZENG Yi. The annual general assembly
kicked off with the 2009 annual report (see Appendix 2) delivered by the current
president of CPCA, LIU Gang-Jun, followed by the 2009 financial audit report presented
by the current treasurer of CPCA, JIANG Siyu. In addition to congratulating and sending
warm wishes to the CPCA members and their families, invited guests Cr Lo of Monash
City Council, Mr SUN Haoliang of XJS Chinese Language and culture School, Consul
ZHU Guolian of Chinese General Consulate in Melbourne, Prof Jim Peterson of Monash
University, and Ms BIAN Lan of Ironfish Group, also expressed their sincere hopes for
CPCA to play more active and constructive roles in connecting the Chinese community
with other local communities, bridging Australian scholars and Chinese scholars,
promoting mutual understanding and friendship between Australia and China, and
helping CPCA’s younger generations to learn the Chinese language and culture. After
the speeches, the elected 2010 CPCA Committee members: HE Jing, JIANG Siyu, LI
Jiangmin, LIU Gang-Jdun, LIU Wei, QU Weiqing, SHI Hao, WANG Aiqun, WANG
Xiaoming, XIE Caowei, YIN Ru, ZHANG Qingyuan and ZHU Li were introduced. The

Immediately after the general assembly, a carefully planned and well coordinated
program of the Chinese New Year celebrations was staged (see Appendix 1). The
program alternated between trivia and performances. It was well executed and full of
exciting moments: while the Guzeng solo performed beautiful traditional Chinese and
Australian melodies, #{I{t. H % (a famous Chinese folk melody) and Waltzing Matilda (a
well-known Australian melody), the first round of the trivia competition was
simultaneously carried out. As soon as the solo performances finished, the professional
dance demonstrations and the humour-filled imitation sessions followed. This general
pattern was repeated three times, each with a different dance style, including the
traditional martial arts, sword and fan routines, the Peking opera solo, a trendy group
dance, all by CPCA members, and two sessions of funny group dances by amateurs
drawn from the floor (Figure 5).
