Strange Familiarities
Eucalyptus

One day in the 14th century England, after the Sunday church service,
four children went to a nearby forest to tryout archery. Merthin made the
bow and the three arrows, but he didn't have physical prowess of his
younger brother, Ralph. The other two children were girls, Caris and
Gwenda. Merthin tried to shoot a tree trunk but the arrow fell well short of
it. Ralph was able to drive the arrow into the tree trunk on the first try, and
his second arrow aimed at Glenda's pet dog and killed it, when the dog
went to pick up the first arrow that Merthin shot. While Caris was trying to
comfort Gwenda, the children were interrupted by a fleeing knight and two
men-at-arms chasing him. Ralph's third try of archery killed one of the
pursuers and helped to save the knight's life.

Ken Follet's World without End is a sort of a sequel to his Pillars of the Earth. Both novels tell
the story of Kingsbridge, a city in England, but temporarily the stories were separated by two
centuries.

The four children who met for the first time in the forest at the beginning of World without End
would become lovers, friends and enemies, and Merthin and Ralph would remain brothers,
although they had very different personalities and led very different lives. Caris and Merthin's
relationship was that of love at first sight but their love affair was to be a torturous one. They
were both intelligent, funny and creative. Caris was born in the family of the alderman, the
leader of the people of the priory. At the time, the head of the church, the prior, was more
powerful than the alderman, but the two needed to work together on many matters. The head of
the nunnery always thought Caris was born to serve God, but Caris had a sceptical mind, often
guestioning accepted beliefs and practice. After seeing her mother die, Caris wanted to become
a physician, in order to help sick people. She thought it more helpful to give them tried treatment
and medicine than just prayers. God help those who help themselves. However, that was not to
be. Women could not become physicians. Only priests were allowed to go to Oxford to study
medicine and women could only become nurses if they became nuns first. A nun was not
someone Caris aspired to be, so she had to be content learning from a smart woman who knew
how to make love potions and abortion potions as well as remedies that helped the sick feel
better. All this was much more useful than the church's treatment of bloodletting and cupping, no
matter the patient was injured or had internal bleeding.

After her father's death, Caris decided to run for the position of prior. As she was popular in the
city and was from a rich family, it was almost certain that she would have won the election. And
she was also going to marry Merthin immediately after the election. At least that was the plan.
As it turned out, she was outmanoeuvred by the prior, who favoured Caris's brother in-law. On
the eve of the election, Caris was accused of being a witch, as she questioned accepted beliefs,
befriended the smart woman who was considered a witch and fled Kingsbridge fearing her life,
and most damagingly, she had a mole on her private part which was considered to be hard
evidence as a witch. The prioress was asked to examine Caris but she already knew the truth,
as she had treated Caris before. If convicted, Caris would be sentenced to death by hanging.
The prioress took the opportunity to persuade Caris to confess and get absolution. After that,
Caris was able to take the vow and become a nun, thus avoiding the death penalty. At the same
time, she wouldn't be able to marry Merthin, being a nun.
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Meanwhile Merthin had become a successful carpenter and his life's ambition was to build the
tallest church in England. His talent in building was demonstrated when the original bridge
collapsed and a new one needed to be built. By examining the cracks on the old bridge he was
able to deduce the cause that caused the collapse, hence make a new design that would
prevent the failure in the future. He was always inquisitive and questioning.

Disheartened by Caris's becoming a nun and refusing to flee with him, he left Kingsbridge and
went to Venice, which was then a more prosperous and bustling city. There he built many
magnificent mansions that the local people could afford. He also got married and had a daughter.
Then the infamous plague struck Venice. Merthin's wife and her parents all perished, as many
others. Merthin caught the disease but survived. His daughter didn't get it at all. In the aftermath
of the plague, Merthin decided to go back to Kingsbridge. One thing he regretted in his life up to
then was not to have stayed with Caris, even though he enjoyed a happy marriage in Venice.

Soon after returning to Kingsbridge, the plague also reached England. Merthin was safe
because of the immunity he acquired from the previous experience but he feared for Caris's life.
He offered to take her to an isolated location and stay their till the plague died down but she
wouldn't renounce her vow and abandon the people who desperately needed any help they
could get. In the fight against the plague, Caris again challenged the accepted practice. Hearing
from ltalians that people might catch the disease by being looked at by the sick, she introduced
the practice of wearing a piece of cloth over the face when treating plague sufferers. It saved
many lives but it almost costed her the opportunity of becoming the prioress after the death of
the previous one. Just before the election she was again accused of witchcraft by her rival, but
the tide turned in her favour when a number of her rival's supporters, just before they died,
admitted that it was a mistake not to have covered their faces when treating the patients.

So Caris became the prioress. That again dashed Merthin's dream of marrying her. So he
focused his attention on building a new hospital for Caris and building the tallest church in
England. Eventually, Caris got so angry with the prior and the bishop for interfering with her
hospital, that she finally renounced her religious vow. The two lovers finally got married, when
they were in their forties.

Caris and Merthin are but two of the main characters in the novel, and their story is by no means
the predominant one. There were the conservative prior and Caris's uncle Anthony, the
influential prior and Caris's father Edmund, Merthin's brother the brute rapist murderer soldier
then knight then earl Ralph, the most perseverant love-pursuer and labourer Gwenda and her
calculating and thief brother Philemon who managed to become a prior, Gwenda's husband the
handsome honest hardworking Wulfric, and many many more characters who collectively
portrayed the lives of the people in mediaeval England.

The relationship between the church and the city reminds me of that between a certain political
party and the people it purports to represent. The head of the church was appointed by the
church hierarchy, not elected by the people, but he had the authority over the people in the
priory. The church controlled the building of a bridge and collected fees for the use of the bridge
but it didn't have to fund it. It also controlled the building, owning and using of utilities such as
mills for grounding flour, much the same as what happened in China years ago.

One point amused me is that the loom they used in the 14th century for weaving cloth was
exactly the same type as the one my mother used when | was a child! In the novel there were
some detailed descriptions and | can immediately match the description with my memory
(although | suspect Follet mixed up the heddle, the device used to lift up every other warp thread
so that the weft can be passed through in one go, and the reed, which is used to beat the weft
thread). In our village every family had a loom like that, and coloured threads were used as warp
and weft threads to weave checkered or striped cloth, although the colours used were invariably
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blue or black, unlike the Kingsbridge red. We also had spinning
wheels for making threads from cotton and stone mills for grounding
flour. Separated by thousands of kilometres and 800 years, there
was unbelievably a lot of similarities in the living conditions of my
childhood and those of Kingsbridge.

From World without End we can also see the politics of the day. At
the beginning of the story, in 1327, King Edward Il died. Rumours
had it that foul play was involved in the death of the old king. King
Edward Il soon grew up and became independent of his mother
Queen Isabella and her lover Mortimer. He later had Mortimer
executed. Edward Il then waged war against France. For that he
needed a lot of money, in the form of tax. At the time, Kingsbridge
was a priory, which means the main tax income went to the church
rather than the King. Because of the conflict between the prior and the alderman, Merthin and
the guild he represented wanted Kingsbridge to become a free borough, and this coincided with
the king's desire of having more tax income. So they succeeded. Other political activities such
as the election of the alderman, and the prior and the prioress were just milder versions of
House of Cards, often involving exposing the opponents misbehaviours such as homosexuality
but also including the attempt to sentence Caris to death.

It's a very entertaining and engaging read.
